Subject: 2007 Monthly Income Levels tied to Federal Poverty Guidelines
Good morning, 
The attached chart shows Chapter 14 income level guidelines tied to federal poverty guidelines. 66 Pa. C.S. § 1405(b).  These are not BCS or Commission guidelines.  Chapter 14 prohibits BCS from establishing income level guidelines for payment agreements.  Chapter 14 ties payment terms to federal poverty guidelines at certain levels:  150%, 250%, & 300%.  66 Pa. C.S. § 1405.  When the poverty guidelines change, the Commission must use them.    The new poverty guidelines became effective today - January 24, 2007, and the Commission has begun using them.
> 
>These changes impact the status of collections for a specific group of consumers on the margins of each income level.  For your convenience, we have attached our 2006 letter that outlines these changes. 
> 
>The DPW uses these guidelines for LIHEAP eligibility.  DPW is using the guidelines effective 1/24/06 for the 2006-07 LIHEAP program year.  They will use the 2007 guidelines for the 2007-08 program year.
