Enclosed find a copy of a letter received by this agency
pertaining to the crediting of LIEAP/fuel assistance grants when
a consumer has filed a Petition of Relief with the Bankruptcy Court.

It is my opinion this material is self-explanatory. Simply
put, any LIEAP grant monies received during a grant year are to
be credited tfo the post-filing account notwithstanding date of
receipt. For example, if a fuel assistance grant is received in
November and the consumer files a Petition for Relief in January,
the pre-filing account must be debited for the amount received and
the post-filing account credited.

In the event it is found that a company fails to conform to
this requirement, the Bureau of Consumer Services will cite the
company for a violation of the Bankruptcy Code.
